· Brain: Divisions of Nervous System, Major Lobes of Brain, Function of lobes and other aspects of brain.
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Chapter 43: Internal transport

· Know what causes blood pressure, what each number means (110/70), etc.

· Heart: Know anatomy, flow, system vs pulmonary system, electrical coordination.
· Lymphatic system: What cause lymph to leave capillaries?  Function of lymphatic system?
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Digestion:  Know the role of amylase, pepsin, trypsin, bile and lipase.  Know where each is produced.  Understand the role of two hormones (insulin and glucagon) and how they affect two carbohydrates (glucose and glycogen).
